This timeline describes in general terms the major deadlines involved in the foreclosure process.

What does it mean for my property to be in
forfeiture? Does that mean I lose my property?

Q. Will I receive any notice before my property is
foreclosed?

No. Forfeiture is not foreclosure. If your property A.
is in forfeiture, you still have a year before it will

be foreclosed. However, the interest and fees will

be higher. When a property is forfeited, the interest
rate goes from 1% to 1.5% per month, back to the

date of delinquency. A $195 fee is also added.

Yes. Several notifications will be made, by first
class mail, by certified mail and by personal service.
In addition to these notifications, names and address
of delinquent property owners are published in the
newspaper.
